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MAKING TRAINERS
WITH UCL
Before Christmas Miss Brock (Head of Textiles), 
was contacted by a professional friend, working at 
UAL. As a creative practitioner and teacher, she was 
asked to help with the development and delivery 
of a new vocational arts qualification. Staff at UAL 
are aware of the national impact; the educational 
drive for students to study EBacc subjects is having 
on the art and design provision in schools. Due 
to budget cuts, there has also been a national 
negative impact on provision of extra-curricular art 
clubs offered in schools and community centres. 

In March this year, a group of year 8 students were 
shortlisted for their talent and enthusiasm for Art 
& Design. Six of these students volunteered to 
take part in two after school pilot sessions and one 
Saturday session. During these sessions students 
worked with Sean Myers, a lecturer at UAL and 
creative practitioner who specialises in surface 
design and print. Working with the 2D Assessment 
criteria, students were given the brief to design and 
make a wearable model of a new Adidas trainer for 
Sports Relief, out of paper and card. Throughout 
the process, they experimented with different 
paper based materials and techniques, including: 
drawing, collage and paper modelling. They also 
had the opportunity to wear their paper trainers 
and produce a ‘Boomerang’ Video. During the 
Saturday session parents were invited to celebrate 
the students work and see what they have been 
designing and making during the sessions. On the 
same day, a researcher also interviewed students 
and parents; who was evaluating the arts provision 
in schools, and in afterschool/ community clubs 
within the local area. She also questioned all 
students and parents about their thoughts and 
feelings of the pilot sessions. All feedback was 

extremely positive, with all students enjoying taking 
part in the sessions. The work they produced was 
fantastic, and Miss Brock was extremely proud of 
them for taking part. 

Staff at UAL were really excited by the work the year 
8 students produced and the pilots will feed into 
the new developments the University is planning 
for next year.
