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Careers Week

Careers Week took place during the week Monday 4 March - Friday 8 March. The main focus during this
week was to provide students with an insight into careers and the world of work and to support them
thinking about the choices they will make in the future.

Year 7 and 8 students were presented with a careers focused assembly, introducing them to the world of
work and what a typical working day would entail. We invited some guest speakers who provided more
information on the companies that they work for.

Year 9 students undertook a work experience day. Mock Interviews for the workplace took place for Year
10 students. This involved them preparing CVs and learning about interview techniques, appropriate
attire, body language and eye contact. The Mock interviews were conducted on 6 & 7 March with
employers.

Year 11 students attended an assembly that focused on work skills, how they can build their CV and
gain key skills through work experience, an apprenticeship invite also took place in the afternoon for a
selected group of students who wanted to follow this route into employment.

Our teachers shared their personal journeys of education and experiences with their classes throughout
the week in each subject, and also focused on the employment opportunities that their subjects may
lead to.

ICELAND TRIP

During half term in February, the Science Faculty took twenty nine Year 10 students to Iceland for a fun packed
four days. After a 3am start on the first day the party arrived in Reykjavik around 10am and went straight off for a
coach around the southern peninsula stopping at the bridge between continents on the boundaries of the North
American and the Eurasian tectonics plates, where the students ‘walked to America’ across the bridge and saw many
sulphurous vents of the geothermal field. the students were not too impressed with the smell of ‘rotten eggs’ but were
impressed with the wonderful sights. The trip also took in a tour to see the Northern Lights catching a small glimpse
of the ‘Aurora Borealis’.

The group visited three famous waterfalls including Gulfoss, which is the biggest waterfall in Europe they caught
glimpses of the Eyjafjallajokull Volcano made famous for the ash cloud in 2010, and Hekla, which is Iceland’s most
active volcano. They visited the Lava Centre, an interactive, high tech educational exhibition depicting volcano activity
across Iceland and visited the Secret Lagoon, where they could bath outside in the natureal thermal waters. They also
had a tour of the Geothermal Power Station and the Great Geysir, which has lent its name to hot springs around the
world and is home to Strokkur the most active Geysir that spouts 30 metres into the air. Finally they visited Iceland’s
most historic site, Pingvellir National Park where again the tectonic plates meet but it is also the site of the world’s
oldest democratic parliament founded in 930 and offered fabulous views across the open land.

This amazing educational experience and one which the students will remember in years to come.

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SCHOOL SCIENCE COMPETITION 2019

On Wednesday 27th March four of Haydon School's STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and
Mathematics) students were shortlisted for the final of a science competition at Imperial College London.
As part of the competition the group had to design and develop an idea that would meet one of the 17 UN
Global Goals. Our students chose to investigate and develop a new idea to access affordable, reliable,
sustainable and modern energy. Out of over 150 schools that entered the competition, with schools
from places like Macau entering, we were chosen as one of seven finalists. The competition was fierce,
with judges such as Lord Robert Winston and Helen Sharman the first UK female astronaut asking
difficult questions. Our group wanted to implement piezoelectric plates, which are plates that generate
a potential difference when pressure is applied. The group’s idea was to place piezoelectric plates in

train stations, specifically before and after ticket barriers. The high footfall through train stations would

therefore generate a large amount of renewable power which could be utilised. We are proud of the
achievements of our students who were awarded as runners up for their idea.
