Year 6 Transition Summer School (24 to 28 July 2023)

We have around 200 Year 6 students, who will join us in September, signed up for our Transition
Summer School. We are delighted to have the opportunity of ensuring these students have a
really positive first experience of Haydon School. We have planned a full week of activities -
each student will receive a curriculum comprising English, Maths, Science and PE team building
activities and other enrichment lessons. Integral to the schemes of work will be the Haydon
Values and one of our main aims is to ensure students make new friends and get to know the
school environment. We have a great team of staff who are really looking forward to giving
the students a positive, fun learning experience, which will serve as an excellent transition to
Haydon from their primary school. On the last day, parents will be invited to a Barbeque and

For
Year 11, the Sixth Form team will be on hand throughout the morning to make the process
of enrolment as simple as possible.

Enrolling
online should only be done due to pre-booked holidays or emergencies that mean attending
in person is impossible.

New School Year

We have slightly altered the structure of the school day next year, and moved 10 minutes from
period 1 (which is currently seventy minutes long) to form time at the end of the day, which will
make form time half an hour, and will allow for form tutors to effectively deliver an impactful
activity for the students. Form time is a section of the day students often view differently to
other lessons during the day, but it is a vital part of their education, and time in which we are
able to deliver character education, help develop social skills, and allow students to improve
the soft skills vital for progression when they leave school. This means the school day will run

in the following way:

Year 9 Camp
French Alps

The week before May half term, forty year 9
students went to the south of France for a week
to complete a mixture of land and water based
activities. This has been our first overseas trip
since the Covid pandemic. The international
trips programme used to be a real strength of
the school and it is a relief to get these underway
again. The group stayed in a town called
Morzine, not far from the border of Switzerland
where the scenery was beautiful - a mix of sunny
green hills and snow capped mountains. The
students completed activities such as tree top
activities and zip line, rock climbing, kayaking,
survival skills and whitewater rafting which
was incredible.

Carers Trust

Carers Trust Hillingdon is

Haydon School to provide
information, advice and support
to young carers and their
families. Young carers are
children and young people aged
from 5 - 25 years old who help
to look after someone in their
household who has a disability,
mental or physical ill-health or
misuses substances. This could
be a child caring for a sibling
with autism, a mother with
depression, a father with cancer
or even a grandparent with
dementia. We are a registered

charity and our aim is to reduce
the impact that caring can have
on a young person by providing
free trips and activities, youth
clubs, workshops, and support
for young carers in school
through 11 or small group

Young Carer?

At least one in ten children in Britain has some level of responsibility as
a carer in their home. This equates to there being, on average, two or
three young carers in every classroom in Britain.

A young carer is someone under the age of eighteen
who provides regular support to a parent, sibling or
even a grandparent because they are ill, frail,
disabled, living with a long-term condition, have a
mental illness or abuse substances such as drugs
and alcohol.

Young carers come from a range of family situations which can include caring for a
sibling with autism or other additional needs, a parent with Schizophrenia or
depression, a parent with a physical disability or even an elderly grandparent who
lives in the family home.

Young carers (YC’s) can have a whole range of responsibilities including house-
hold chores such as cooking and cleaning, budgeting, managing medication and
liaising with professionals on behalf of their cared for person. Some YC'’s have to
take younger siblings to school before they get to school themselves which can
result in persistent lateness.

A large percentage of our YC’s are from single parent families which
means they are often the sole source of emotional support for the parent.
Parents can put their issues and anxieties onto their children which has
mental health implications for them too.

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A journey around the world:
School trip to Kew Gardens
& Haydon’s first botanical
photography competition

Students in Year 7, 8 and
9 enjoyed exploring Kew
Gardens, London’s largest
UNESCO World Heritage site.
Botanical gardens can also
be thought of as museums
as “exotic” plants were
first collected not just for
aesthetic reasons, but with
economic purposes in mind.
At the Princess of Wales
Conservatory you can see
dream-like giant Lily pads,
which evolved some 110
million years ago, one of the
first ever flowering plants -
whose neon violet flowers
today only come out for 24
hours! Next door to them,
behind a secret glass door,
is the fascinating world of
carnivorous plants, where
flies are lured into giant
flutes only to be drowned,
whereupon the plant then
eats the dead flies...yum yum!
The Hive is a huge sculpture

that celebrates the incredible

universe of the humble bee.
It's made of 170,000 pieces of
aluminium, suspended from
the ground, and appears as a
twisting swarm of bees from
afar. The sounds of buzzing
bees is mixed with music
which adds further colour
and lights up LED bulbs. The
site is surrounded a meadow
of wild flowers to encourage
bees, which are worryingly in
decline. Bees are are of course
essential for the pollination of
flowers, crops, fruits and nuts,
and our survival. Explore the
colossal iconic Palm House, an
enchanting temperate jungle
under a massive Cathedral-
like dome of glass. Climb up
the iron spiral staircase for
the best views.

The highlight of our day out
though had to be the Tree Top
walk, where from 18 metres
up we wandered above a
canopy of limes, oaks and

sweet chestnut trees planted

by Capability Brown in 1770 -

the idea being to experience
nature from a completely
different perspective.
